Fellowship Guidelines
1.  Recipients will be required to:

· Consult with Pioneer on their academic training, including but not limited to, their

selected institution of study; the project or program of study selected; and, selection of and progress on their thesis project.

· Provide an annual progress report to Pioneer.

· Maintain a GPA of 3.5 or equivalent out of a possible 4.0.

· Present their thesis project at Pioneer in the second or third year of studies, or as 


Requested by Pioneer.
2. Funding is to be utilized for the educational expenses of the recipient. Checks will be payable directly to the educational institution and cannot be made payable to an individual. No overhead shall be paid from these funds.

3. If, subsequent to the awarding of the fellowship, the recipient changes academic programs, educational institutions or elects not to pursue the original academic goal, then any remaining, authorized funding will not be issued. Any remaining, issued funds shall be returned to Pioneer.

4. Award recipients are not considered employees of Pioneer or any of its subsidiaries by virtue of their acceptance of the fellowship.
